* Tabloids or popular newspapers are half the size of a broadsheet. They contain a lot of photographs and have a more sensational reporting style.
* The first radio (wireless) was invented by Alexander Popov in 1895 in Russia. In 1901 an Italian physicist named Guglierno Marconi received wireless telegraphic messages sent from Cornwell to New-Foundland.

* TV experiments to create a workable television system began in the late 19th century by Paul Nipkow, a German scientist.

U s e f u l   I n f o r m a t i o n:

       Darwin, Charles Robert (1809-1882) a world famous English scientist who discovered the theory of evolution by natural selection. As a young man he spent five years on HMS “Beagle”

(1831-36) visiting many places in South America, including the Galapagos Islands. On this voyage Darwin began work of observation that led to his discovery. His studies led him to the important scientific idea that plant and animal forms change over long periods of time through the working of natural selection. He wrote about this idea in his book “The origin of Species by Means of Natural Selection”. The book led to fierce arguments between scientists and those who defended the Bible’s account of the origin of the human race. His ideas and the theory of evolution are now widely accepted. T. H. Huxley was one of the chief defenders of Darwin’s theories.  
       Her Royal Highness the Princess of Wales DIANA (1961-1997)

The Princess of Wales (the former Lady Diana Spencer) married the Prince of Wales in 1981. 

She has won the affection of many people by her modesty, shyness and beauty. The wedding of the royal couple in 1981 was one of the great public events of the year, and subsequently the Princess became a settler of fashion, admired for her dazzling evening clothes and fine jewels. 

Her broad hats and low heels were widely copied in 1983. In 1982 she gave birth to her first child, Prince William, and two years later to her second son, Prince Henry. Prince William of Wales and Prince Henry of Wales are second and third respectively in line of succession to the throne. Diana was unhappy, she felt unloved and knew Charles loved another and had always did. In December 1992 it was announced that the Prince and Princess of Wales had agreed to separate. In February 1996 was the divorce, 31 August 1997 was the car crash in Paris that took her life. Yet there is one thing: her brother, Earl Spencer, in 1998 turned her house into a museum, and many people pay tribute to her. 
         Dickens, Charles (1812 - 70) an English writer who is generally regarded as one of the greatest English novelists. He mocked and denounced the social evils of Victorian England as well as showing humour and pathos. Dickens told a good story without fear of sentimentalizing his characters. 

     A man of keen social conscience, he used his books to portray the sufferings of the working class at the time of the Industrial Revolution. His works include A Christmas Carol, David Copperfield, Oliver Twist, and numerous other novels. He created many memorable characters, including Bob Cratchit, Fagin, Uriah Heep, Jacob Marley and Samuel Pickwick.

     His sentimentality and caricature are still widely appreciated, and many of his characters with their unusual names, have entered popular folklore. Among them are the miser Scrooge, the orphan Oliver Twist (who “asked for more”), the drunken mild wife Sarah Gamp, who always carried an old umbrella (so that gamp is now a colloquial word in English for an umbrella) and the pathetic cripple boy Tiny Tim in A Christmas Carol. This last story with its evocation of a Victorian Christmas is probably still the most popular and best0known work that Dickens produced. 
         Livingstone, David (1813-73) 

      Many men in the English-speaking world took an active part in the exploration of new lands. These travelers of the past are known to everybody now because we can see their names on the maps when we learn geography. David Livingstone was one of the pioneers of exploration of Africa.

      He was born in Scotland. His father was not rich and so after a year or two in the village school young David was sent to a factory. There he began work at six o’clock in the morning and finished at eight in the evening.

     David had little money, but he bought some school books and every night he studied different subjects.
     When he was nineteen, he began to study at a university. He was learning to be a doctor.

     In 1840 Livingstone went to Africa. Soon he began journeys into new lands. During these journeys he decided that the work of a doctor was very important in Africa.

     Livingstone made three great expeditions. He crossed Africa from the west to the east. He explored rivers, lakes and large areas of land. In his expeditions Livingstone was helped by African people, who were very friendly.

    Livingstone prepared and carried out his journeys very carefully. He described everything he saw around him and he put a lot of places on the map. His books about African journeys are full of important information.
    In Livingstone’s time African people were taken from their homes and families and sent to America. There they were sold and made slaves. The greatest explorer was against the slave trade and he fought against it.
    Faraday, Michael (1791-1867)

    Michael Faraday was born in London in a poor family. He did not learn much and spent a lot of time playing in the streets when he was a small boy.

   When he was fourteen he got some work in a bookseller’s shop. It was important that he worked for a bookseller. He read as many books as he could.

    Some talks about science were given at that time in London. Faraday wanted to go to these talks, but he had no money to pay. So his brother who was a working man helped him with the money.

    One day Michael went for a talk by Humphrey Davy, England’s greatest scientist of the time. He liked it so much that he tried to get work in Davy’s laboratory, but there was no work for him.

    A few months later the great scientist remembered the young boy and Michael became Davy’s laboratory assistant.

    Working with Davy, Michael Faraday received an important education. Like Davy, he became interested in electricity.

    In those days scientists knew little about electricity. Michael Faraday spent long weeks and months studying it. At last he saw that electricity could be made by a machine.

    This was the beginning of all the great machines that make our electricity today. Without them we can have no electricity. We can no telephones, no radio and no television. Each of these things in invention made for man by the work of Faraday and others with electricity.
    Faraday studied different sciences, not only electricity. Do you know about him? We hope, you do.

    Shakespeare, William (1564-1616)

   Of course, you know the name of William Shakespeare very well. He was one of the world’s greatest writers.

    He was born in Stratford-on-Avon, a small English town.

    The Stratford school was a difficult place at that time. The pupils had to be at school at six in the morning in the warm seasons and an hour later in winter. School-days were long, and only in the holidays could William Shakespeare have a real rest. He went to the woods and to the river Avon.

    But the best things of all in Will’s life were groups of actors who visited Stratford from time to time. He watched them and knew that he wanted to be an actor. 

    When William was twenty-one, he went to London. He became an actor there and later he began to write plays.

     Shakespeare watched the new life and he showed how differently people understood it. Life itself was shown in his plays.

    Shakespeare’s heroes are still on the stage. We go to the theatre or to the cinema to meet them again and again.

    William Shakespeare’s four hundreds birthday was celebrated in 1964 all over the world. A beautiful Soviet stamp of that year shows his portrait and scenes from Romeo and Juliet. 

     Burns, Robert (1759-96)     
 .   Robert Burns is Scotland’s greatest poet.
     His father, William Burns, was a small farmer. So Robert spent part of his time every day helping on the farm.

     Robert learned from his father to love and understand other people. From his mother, too, he learned something very important. As she worked she often sang old country-side songs. In the evening she told the children popular folk-tales.

      William Burns was poor, but he wanted very much to give his children an education. Robert and his brother went to school, but they had to help their father with the farm work, which left them very little time for doing homework.

     Robert began to write poems when he was fifteen years old. In his poems he described with love and understanding everyday things and people.

     When he was older, the readers received his first book of poems. He was asked then to help in making a book of old Scottish folk-songs. He wrote new words for many of the melodies.

     Robert Burns wrote a lot of poems. They are full of the heroes of his mother’s stories, and the farmers and the workmen of the country-side. They are full of life.

     Today Burn’s work is known and loved by millions of people. He is dear to us, Russian people, too.
    Lincoln, Abraham (1809-65)

   Abraham Lincoln was born on a farm. His father was a poor farmer and the boy had to work much on their small farm. The young Abe spent less than a year at school. But he read a lot. “The things I want to know are in books” he said. 
       One day Abraham bought a book about laws of England. He studied it every day, and his interest in law grew. He became a lawyer. His life became interesting and useful. He knew how he could help people, he tried to use the law to defend them.
      In 1846 Lincoln was elected to Congress. There he said that he was against slavery. He said that the black slaves of America must be free. He thought of a free country for all people.

      Lincoln became very popular. In 1860 he was elected President of the United States of America.

     His ideas about freedom for the black slaves were good for the rich people of the industrial North. The planters of the South who exploited those slaves were against them. So a war between the North and the South began. It was won by the North.

    In 1864 Abraham Lincoln was elected President again. But his enemies, who wanted to exploit the black slaves as before, could not let Lincoln to continue his good work. A year later he was killed in a theatre in Washington.

     Earlier all celebration events were concluded on Vassiliev slope. The performance in honour of celebration of the Independence Day of RF starts at 12.00 of Moscow time. More than 6 thousand people participate in it. The president of Russia Vladimir Putin speaks to the audience.

     An air show becomes the main event of the celebration – a performance of pilot groups “Russian knights” on “Su-27” and “Swifts” – on “MiG-29”. Last time military planes appeared above the Red Square in 1956 and 1957.

    Every year we celebrate St Valentine’s Day. This holiday has roots in several legends. One of them is Valentine who was a Christian priest. He lived three hundred years after the death of Jesus Christ in the Roman Empire. On February 14, Valentine was killed because he was a Christian. He married couples contrary to the laws of the Roman Empire.

    St Valentine’s Day is a day for sweethearts now. Most people send “valentines”, sentimental and heartfelt greeting cards. St Valentine’s Day is the day for lovers, friends, or family members – for everyone, young and old.

    Russian Christmas is rich with beautiful traditions. Here comes the keeping of strict fast until the first star on Christmas Eve and the lightening of candle at the window on Christmas night, that symbolizes the warmth and home waiting for Saint virgin Mary and righteous Joseph in this house.
    And of course, the principle place is taken by merry outings at Christmas night – koliadki, which were the part of a pagan holiday and later joined Orthodox Christmas. The word “koliada” means in Latin “calendae” (calendar) and has different meanings. Koliadki are Christmas carols sang by the youth. A noisy crowd of people went in every house in their way, singing carols and merry songs. The host thanked the singers with bread, sausages, sugar, meat, and even flour or a coin – with everything the person is rich.
